OUR ADVENTURE BEGINS!

Visit Souillac for the colorful market, the domed 16th century
church, and the Eau de Vie distillery museum.

Enjoy the bustling market in Sariat, renowned for its architecture
spanning 5 centuries.

Visit Rocamadour, a historic pilgrimage site perched on a lime-
stone diff, has one of the most dramatic settings on any village in
the world.

Take a day trip to see 14,000 year old world Tamous cave paint-
ings at Pech Merle. These caves will be closed to the public soon
so this is a unique privilege for us.

Discover the Dordogne, visit Chateau Baynac. Relax and lunch
beside the river, then drive back to LVC via Roquegageac and
Domme. Time for sketching, photos.

e Be French at an outdoor café at Labastide Murat where we may see
a little market of local artisans-wine, honey, cheese and other
delights.

e« Visit St. Cirq Ia Popie, an absolutely charming artisan’s town
spectacularly mounted on a dliff top above the Lot River.

e Wander in Cahors on market day. See Pont Valentre and stroll
through the old town and along the river. There’s an opportunity to
visit the Resistance Museum.

e Sketch in Puy-I’Eveque, a medieval city located in the heart of the
Cahors vineyards and Le Chateau do Bonaguil, the Iast medieval
castie built in France. A wonderful site for sketching.
